     Many of you remember Deacon Frank Tremblay who 
served here at St. Timothy’s. Recently he sent out the 
following email about his ministry in the Bahamas and 
some of their needs. 
     Next week there will be baskets at the exits to the 
Church for those who might like to contribute to his work.

We will then 
send one check to him to help with  his work.

Hello My Friends – Hope you are well. 

 

We are coming up on 2 years since we left our ministry at 

St. Timothy's and started a new one here on Andros. I 

thought it time to write and let you know how we are doing.  

We just had our annual our review with the Archbishop and 

it looks like he is pleased with what we have done.  Our 

three churches continue to grow and our CCD classes are up 

to 60 children.  I’ve baptized people & rejoiced with them, 

and I’ve buried people & mourned with them.  We’ve had 

our second First Communion, and our first Confirmation 

this year; as well as our first group of 4 adults who joined 

the Church after a two-year RCIA program.  We told the 

Archbishop that we would like to try to grow the Catholic 

presence on Andros by adding a church on the northern end 

of the island, where there is no Catholic presence, and 

restoring some of the churches that have been closed for 

years.  He’s given us the go-ahead, but it won’t be easy. 

 
Over the past 10-15 years the Archdiocese of Nassau was 

forced to consolidate churches.  There are two Catholic 

churches near us that are boarded up and are beginning to 

become eyesores in the town.  We know we can’t restore 

them both, but there is one we think we can put back in 

service as a parish center and school for our CCD classes.  

Right now none of our Bahamian churches has a parish hall 

or classrooms and when we have CCD, the children sit on 

the church floor and use the pews as desks to do their 

lesson. 

 

The church we’d like to restore has a good roof and solid 

walls, but the windows and doors have all been smashed in, 

the interior has been damaged by termites, and a few drug 

addicts that had been abusing the property prior to our 

arrival.  Since this building has never had running water we 

also need to add a water line, toilet and septic system before 

it can be re-opened. 

 

The local Bahamians are contributing to this effort, but the 

overall cost is more than they can afford.  Our projections 

right now are that we are going to be about $4,000 short of 

what we need to restore this building before we start CCD 

in October.
