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Dear friends-

Last week the Archdiocese of Boston announced a new
initiative which it hopes will encourage those who have
ceased participating in the life of the church to consider the
possibility of returning. The most recent numbers that we
have that record the number of Catholics who attend church
each week hovers around 17%--a dramatic decline over the
past few years. As I have mentioned before, a huge decline
occurred after the revelations of clergy sexual abuse in
2002, but the decline was happening prior to those events.

In a number of letters that were written to the
newspapers after the “come back home” initiative was
announced, the letter writers asked why they should
consider coming back. Many said that the way women are
treated in the church, or the church’s attitude toward people
with different sexual orientations, or the church’s stand on
divorce and remarriage, or the way the church handled cases
of abuse ---these very “hot button” issues were stumbling
blocks for them and they would never consider a return
unless these issues were revisited and changed.

Change is always difficult. Other religious
denominations that have changed their policies on these
issues have often found themselves divided into two
camps—one favoring the changes others opposed-and
experiencing a great decline in membership as well. From
the earliest days of Christianity, people have asked if the
role of religion is to challenge the culture or conform to it. It
is difficult to administer a world-wide church today where
cultures and values can be so different. Even in our own
country today, we see how difficult it is to govern and bring
people together, since differences are so fiercely defended
by opposing sides.

It is a challenge today to have meaningful dialogue about
important issues. So much of today’s rhetoric has been
reduced to sound bites or anonymous blogs. Many people
today feel that if you disagree with them then you must hate
them and so the conversation ceases.

I often think that a church is like a family. Families have
their differences, but you hope that there is a bond which
unites the family in spite of the different personalities and
lifestyles that make up family life. There is no way any
church is going to meet everyone’s needs. We always hope
that as important as today’s issues are—and they are
important and significant—that our faith in Jesus Christ can
bind us together and make our church a place of welcome
and a place where every person is treated with dignity and
respect.

We may not be able to change large institutions, but we
can change our own attitudes, and hopefully make St.
Timothy’s parish a welcoming place—a place of faith,
hope, and love—a place where we can take comfort in the

Gospel and also be challenged by it.
