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Dear friends-

If you are like me, very often, once you contribute to a
charity, you find yourself on a mailing list from other
charities. In almost every case, the needs you read about are
worthwhile, and you wish you could support the work of
every one of these causes.

Many of these appeals send along their monthly newsletter
or magazine. As [ was trying to organize my office this
week, I was leafing through many of these periodicals that
had piled up. As I was reading through a magazine put out
by the Columbian priests and sisters, for example, I was so
impressed with the fantastic work these missionaries do
throughout the world in places that are so remote and lack
even the most basic necessities. Having spent a little time in
Haiti some years ago, I saw first-hand the way the Catholic
Church provided food and shelter and education and health
services to the poorest of the poor. This work was being
done long before the terrible earthquake struck that country
seven months ago, and that work will continue in that
country long after the media forgets the plight of the Haitian
people. Last week in the bulletin you read about the fine
work that our former deacon Frank Tremblay and his wife
are doing in a very poor part of the Bahamas.

I bring this up because a lot of the media coverage of the
church these days highlights what is wrong with the church,
but gives little attention to the wonderful works of charity
and compassion that the church carries on throughout the
world year after year. I would be among the first to
acknowledge that the church has made grievous errors in the
past and makes its share of blunders today. We have had to
learn some hard lessons as a church from our mistakes. In
fairness, though, we need to keep in mind that our world
would be poorer without the presence of our church. In
quiet and often unnoticed ways, so many dedicated women
and men make the presence of Christ real both here in our
own country and in the farthest corners of the world. I’'m
sure most of you are aware of those good things, and that
may well be one of the reasons that you remain attached to
the church. In a world of blogs and sound bites and attention
grabbing headlines, it is good for us to reflect on the fact
that many good things are being done by many good and
faith filled people.

Just a reminder that as you leave church today, there are
baskets for you to donate to the work of Deacon Frank
Tremblay if you wish. His needs were highlighted in last
week’s bulletin.

Thank you for all you do to keep Christ’s presence alive in
our parish community.
