Dear friends- 

 

As the song says—these are the “hazy” days of summer—as 

I write these words on Wednesday the temperature is 

forecast to hit the high 90’s once again. It is July after all, 

and I suppose it would be really strange if the temperature 

was in the 30’s. Like most things in life—this too shall pass. 

 

Here at the parish, we are gearing up for our annual 

Vacation Bible School which commences on July 19. As I 

have mentioned before, this is a wonderful event that is 

truly inter generational. Obviously, it is geared to help the 

youngsters of our parish learn a bit more about God and 

their faith in a more relaxed setting. But this program also 

draws teenagers who often come back year after year to 

coordinate different activities. We also have a contingent of 

“older parishioners” who help with other aspects of the 

program. 

 

One thing that impresses me about our parish is the outreach 

to so many different groups—young, old, and in between. 

The Bible school, as well as our religious education 

programs, reaches out to the youth of our parish. Last week 

we had our annual “Special Needs Day”, which again gives 

so many members of the parish a chance to reach out to 

people with special needs. Right now in the parish hall, an 

exercise group is meeting. We sponsor bereavement 

programs for those who have lost a loved one, as well as a 

pastoral visitor program where Holy Communion is brought 

to those unable to join us at Mass. We have wonderful 

couples who help to prepare parents who have children 

about to be baptized, and other volunteers who host a 

program for those preparing for Marriage. Fr. Emerson and 

I often remark how wonderful it is to arrive in the sacristy 

before Mass and readers, Eucharistic Ministers, servers, and 

Mass captains have everything prepared for a meaningful 

celebration of the Eucharist. 

 

Many hands do indeed make light work, and I don’t know 

where we would be without the generosity and commitment 

of so many in our parish. I don’t want to sound too 

Pollyannaish, because like many parishes, we have our 

challenges and concerns, but I do think we can be proud of 

all that occurs in our parish year in and year out. Thanks to 

all those who do so much, and remember, in the fall, we will 

be calling for additional volunteers—to what ministry do 

you think God is calling you?
