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ARA Message From Our

Dear friends—

As you know by now, Fr. Jim Field passed away last
Monday. He had waged a truly heroic battle with pancreatic
cancer. This cancer is generally very aggressive and causes
death in a relatively short period of time. Fr. Field outlived
this disease by many more months than most, and he dealt
with his disease with grace and great faith.

As many of you know, Fr. Field lived here at St. Timothy’s
while he was the director of the Office for Worship for the
Archdiocese. During that time, he frequently helped out
with the celebration of Mass.

When I arrived on the scene over ten years ago, he was most
helpful in making me feel welcome. I particularly remember
the quality of his homilies which were always well prepared
and well thought out. In addition, he was an excellent cook
and often would prepare outstanding meals at the rectory,
(there have not been too many excellent meals at the rectory
since he left).

Fr. Field had been a Xaverian brother for many years before
he went to Pope John Seminary, and was ordained a priest
in 1990. His experience as a brother perhaps was the reason
that he was an excellent teacher and homilist. I would often
read the letters he wrote in the weekly bulletin when he
became pastor of Incarnation parish in Melrose. He spoke
with his parishioners during his illness about how he was
coping with his disease—the good days as well as the
difficult moments. His journey was truly a journey of great
faith.

We all are touched by death during the course of our lives—
the death of family members and friends; the death of the
young and the old; the death that comes quite suddenly—the
death that comes after a long illness. We are taught, as
Christians, that death is not the end but the beginning; a
passage from this life with its struggles and challenges to a
new life of grace and peace in God’s presence.

Like so many of our beliefs, it is easy to speak of them in
theory—a bit more difficult at times to put them into
practice. Fr. Field spoke deeply and consistently about his
belief, in spite of his illness and pain, that Jesus is the way,
the truth, and the source of eternal life. He was so grateful
to his parish family and his friends for all their love and care
and support. He was a good pastor to his community of
faith.

May he rest in peace and may we all learn from his
example, to put our trust in the Lord at every moment of our
lives knowing that the Lord is our Good Shepherd, and with
Him there is nothing we will lack.
