ARA Message From Our

Dear friends-

Although we are at the midpoint of summer—Iife
continues to hum along here at the parish. For those of you
who have not been away for vacation—the air conditioning
system that was installed a few years ago has been a real
blessing this summer in particular. In the past—after a few
days of hot weather—the church was somewhat like an
oven. Without fail, we would have a number of people faint
due to the heat and humidity. Since the air conditioning was
installed, we have not had those incidents. Brides—and
especially mothers of brides—would in the past get very
nervous that the church might be stifling on the wedding
day. The air has helped with that concern as well.

Speaking of weddings, many parishes have reported a
decline in weddings in recent years. Fortunately, we have
been fairly busy here with weddings throughout the summer
months.

When I am talking with couples as they prepare for
marriage, we always quote the statistic that in the United
States just about 50% of marriages end up in divorce—a
rather high figure compared to other parts of the world.
Obviously, we hope and pray that our couples might be on
the 50% that succeed side.

Marriage has always been challenging, but today it is
particularly so since a lot of our culture is fixed on “me”.
So many of us have grown up with so much that sometimes
it is difficult for us to make sacrifices. In our hearts we
know that marriages cannot succeed unless the couples are
willing to sacrifice and at times to put the needs of the other
ahead of their own needs.

That is why I always emphasize to couples the
importance of coming to church each week. There are few
places in our society, other than church, that remind us of
what is truly important in life. In church, we hear over and
over again about the way Christ calls us to live and about
those values that help us to live out our vocations. After all,
did not Christ speak time and again about the need to be
patient and kind with one another; to try to see the good in
people not just their failings; to give people a second chance
and to forgive time and time again—not just rarely, but time
and time again?

Perhaps marriages are going through tough times today
because people try to get by “on their own” instead of
inviting Christ to guide them and direct them.

At weddings, I thank couples for choosing to get married
in God’s house and for inviting Christ to witness their
wedding vows. I also ask them to try to make Christ a guest
in their home each day of their marriage, for I do believe
that with Christ actively in their lives, these newly married
couples have a far greater chance of success.
