Each year the Society for the Propagation of the Faith asks 

each parish in the Archdiocese to host a visiting missionary. 

We all know that the economy in the United States has its 

problems at the present moment and that there are many 

people in our own country who are unemployed. 

 

Having said that, there are many places in our world where 

conditions are so much worse. There are countries where 

people live without the things we so often take for 

granted—clean water; food; basic medicines; even 

rudimentary health care.
