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Dear friends— 

 

     A warm welcome back to those who were fortunate 

enough to be able to spend time, some or all of the summer 

months on vacation.  It is great to have you back and to see 

our church fill up with familiar faces. 

     As it tends to happen with the arrival of Labor Day—our 

schedules fill up rapidly. There are many demands on our 

time especially for those who have children. It is my hope 

and prayer that in spite of all the options available to people 

today that we will be sure to reserve time for our religious 

education classes, and especially to make sure that we carve 

out time for Sunday Mass. As successful as I hope our 

young people might be in academics, sports, or other 

pursuits, we want them to be people who make good moral 

choices and build up a relationship with God. To do that, I 

feel, requires that our youth learn about their faith, but also 

practice it in the best way possible by regular attendance at 

Sunday Mass. 

     From time to time we get calls from various hospice 

agencies or families requesting the presence of a priest 

when a person is dying. It is a great privilege for a priest to 

share the Sacrament of the Sick with that person, however I 

am conscious of the fact that with the diminishing numbers 

of priests it can be difficult to get to a person’s bedside in a 

matter of minutes. 

     With that in mind, I would encourage people to not wait 

until the last moment if a family member or friend is 

seriously ill. The earlier you can contact us the better, since 

the prayers of this Sacrament are so meaningful and 

appreciated more when the situation is not so grave. Also, if 

you are scheduled for surgery, we do offer the Sacrament 

after the 9am Mass each Saturday, and we encourage you to 

take that opportunity as well. 

     In that same vein, we occasionally hear that someone is 

in the hospital or confined to their home and they were not 

visited by anyone from the church. As you know—many 

hospital stays these days are brief and many hospitals have 

strict rules about confidentiality, so unless we receive 

information at the office, we may be unaware that someone 

is ill. Likewise, we are more than happy to provide pastoral 

care to the homebound, but again it is most helpful if we 

receive a call at the office, and we will be sure to try our 

best to attend to that need. So often it is not a question of 

not wanting to be helpful, but we also want to be respectful 

of people’s desire for privacy or other unique circumstances 

in people’s lives.
