Dear friends- 

     As I mentioned last week, we welcome Fr. Rodney Copp to our 

parish this weekend to speak to us about the missionary work of 

the church in many different parts of our world. Fr. Copp was just 

recently named to be the Director of the Society for the 

Propagation of the Faith, in addition to his current responsibilities 

as pastor of St. Charles parish in Waltham and his work at the 

Archdiocesan Tribunal—talk about wearing many hats. I‟m sure 

that you will make him feel welcome and any support you can give 

to the work of the missions is greatly appreciated.
